Chittenden County Jr. Bass masters
-By laws for the club are as followed

Article |
Name and Purpose of club

Section A: The general purpose or this chapter club is to teach youths to
fish in tournaments, learn all aspects of running a tournament and to manage
their own club. Youths learn about conservation of waterways and wildlife and
recreational activities in sport fishing.

Section B: The club name is to be as follows: Chittenden County Jr. Bass
masters.

Article Il
Membership

Section A: A minimum number of (6) members must be maintained at all
times.

Section B: The total number of members in the Jr. club is to be set by the
Chittenden County Bass masters adult club each year.

Section C: Age requirements as of January 1, 2007 are

Ages 11-14

Ages 15-18 as of August 31% of competition year.

Article IlI
Good Standings

Section A: Each member must attend the annual meeting in the spring.
The date of the annual meeting will be set by the youth director. There is a grace
period of at least thirty days notice. If any member cannot attend the annual
meeting then he or she must notify the Jr. club president with a reason of
absence.

Section B: Each member must attend a minimum of (2) club tournaments
a year.

Section C: Dues must be paid in full by the annual meeting.

Article IV
Election of office
Section A: Officers are to be elected on a yearly basis. This is to be done
at the annual meeting.
Section B: President and Secretary are the offices open for election.
These are (1) year terms.
Section C: Officers are voted in and the majority wins.




Article V
Duties of Officers
Section A: President- Run a meeting and direct all official club business.
Supervise all club functions.
Section B: Secretary- Maintain accurate minutes of all regular and special
meetings as called for by the club president. To make sure that all minutes off
meeting are given to the adult club secretary.

Article V1
Amending by laws
Section A: The laws may be changed at the annual meeting or a special
meeting called by the president. If so members must be notified (30) days in
advance of the meeting and the changes to be voted on. A 2/3 vote must be
made to make the change.

Article VI
Tourmnaments and rules

Section A: Toumaments, dates, times and location are to be set by the
adult club on a yearly basis. The schedule of these tournaments will be given out
at the annual Jr. meeting.

Section B: All competitors (12) and under must wear a life vest at all
times(NO EXCEPTIONS).

Section C: Size and limit of fish will be set the moming of the toumnament.

Section D: All T.B.F rules apply.
